BONNEVILLE CUTTHROAT TROUT ï  

 Bonneville cutthroat trout (BCT) are found historically in eastern Nevada around the Ely area.  

Presently, BCT occupy only streams and grow to a maximum size of around 15 inches.  NDOW, in 

cooperation with the USFWS, USFS, BLM, NPS, and other private entities, has made significant progress 

with BCT conservation in Nevada.  While it is unknown how many streams historically contained BCT, 

surveys conducted prior to 1953 found only two populations.  From 1953 to 1992, two more populations 

were established within historic range, while from 1992 to present, BCT were reintroduced into ten 

streams within historic range.  To put this in terms of occupied range, prior to 1992, BCT occupied 

approximately ten miles of habitat in four streams.  In 2007, with the increased pace of treatments and 

reintroductions, BCT were estimated to occupy 34 miles of habitat in 14 separate streams within historic 

range: Deadman, Deep, Deep Canyon, Smith, Strawberry, Mill, Big Wash, Snake, SF Baker, SF Big Wash, 

Hendryôs, Hampton, Pine/Ridge, and Goshute creeks.  In the future, NDOW plans on eradicating two 

streams in the next 3 years (Snake and Silver creeks). 

 In 1998, the Nevada BCT Conservation Team was established to govern management actions for BCT 

in Nevada.  In 2006, the team completed the Conservation Agreement and Conservation Strategy for 

Bonneville Cutthroat Trout in the State of Nevada.  This agreement was developed to ñexpedite 

implementation of conservation measures for the BCT in that portion of the West Desert GMU located 

within Nevada as a collaborative and cooperative effort among resource agencies, governments and land 

owners.  The desired outcome is to ensure the long-term conservation of the BCT within its historic range 

in Nevada, and contribute to development of range-wide conservation efforts for BCT.ò  While this CA/CS 

was finalized in 2006, a majority of the Objectives, Strategies and Actions have already been completed.  

At this time, there are only two streams within BCT historic range in Nevadaôs portion of the West Desert 

GMU which donôt have some portion of the drainage occupied by BCT.  Pre-treatment/reintroduction 

surveys were completed on one of these streams in 2007 (including the collection of genetic samples from 

a previously unknown remnant BCT population), with potential treatment/reintroduction activities 

proceeding in 2009 or 2010.

SIERRA NEVADA MEADOW RESTORATION PLAN ï  

 In 2009, the National Fish and Wildlife Federation issued a comprehensive summary for the Sierra 

Nevada Meadow Restoration Plan.  

 Mountain meadows are the central focus, due to their importance in providing water and shade during 

the three to six month annual Sierra drought season. Meadows have a pronounced effect in lowering stream 

temperatures, encouraging plant productivity, and increasing insect prey. Specific meadows and the niches 

they create are bio-diversity hot spots. 

 The National Fish and Wildlife Foundation found trout and salmon species at great risk- due to the 

effects of restricted and dewatered areas, leading to low levels of species disbursement and genetic risk. 

Climate change now makes these mountain meadows increasingly important.  

 Nine native California trout and salmon species will be positively affected by this initiative. Included 

trout species are: Eagle Lake Rainbow, Lahonton cutthroat, McCloud River redband, and California Golden 

trout. 

Key Strategies 

- Restore at least 15,000 acres/year. 

- Support capacity- building for meadow restoration work in southern Sierras and key watersheds 

in the Northern Sierras. 

- Provide incentives for ranchers currently grazing livestock in meadow habitat for loss of forage 

availability. 

- Secure easements on the most threatened high value meadows that support rare species target 

populations. 

 

 TRF is in the process of compiling a ñvolunteer short list,ò enabling us to quickly notify potential 

volunteers of time sensitive activities that require a quick response.

State Conservationist of the Year – Gale Dupree 

 

 Gale Dupree, a member of the TRFF was recently awarded The State Conservationist of the year award 

for 2009 from the Nevada Wildlife Federation, an Affiliate of the National Wildlife Federation. 

Dupree was recognized for his 30 years of enduring service to the Nevada Wildlife Federation as a director 

and president for four years. He represented the Federation at National Wildlife Federation Annual 

meetings for several years. Dupree lobbied for wildlife at the Capital during much of his service. He 

spearheaded wildlife and stream restoration projects and mobilized volunteers to count sage-grouse on leks 

(strutting grounds) before Nevada Department of Wildlife took it over. The development of a booklet - 

Enhancing Sage Grouse Habitat é A Nevada Landowners Guide was chaired by Dupree. He is the Chair 

for the Mount Grant Sage-Grouse Planning Unit under the NV State Sage-Grouse Conservation Plan. He is 

definitely a sage-grouse guru. 

 Also, Dupree served four years on the Carson City Advisory Board to Manage Wildlife and instructed 

hunter education for 25 years as a Master Hunter Educator for NDOW. 

 Dupree is currently serving on the NE California BLM Resource Advisory Council representing the 

environmental community. Additionally, he is the Editor of Nevada Wildlife and is a member of many 

national and local environmental and sportsmenôs organizations; to name a few, The Wildlife Society, 

Western Section, Audubon, American Forests, National Wildlife Federation, Trout Unlimited, Ducks 

Unlimited, Truckee River Flyfishers and Lahontan Audubon.

Truckee River:  This Spring has been a lot colder than usual.  What an understatement as I write this it is 

snowing and I am getting ready for the May fish outing.  The River has just started its run-off season and I 

expect it to run till the end of June.  The Green drakes will come off in the middle of that run-off but using 

a nymph pattern will work on the edges.  Normally when the river drops to 600 cfs at Farad it is fishable. 

 

Little Truckee:   This year so far they have not raised the flows to accommodate the Cui-ui spawn.  If they 

do it generally drops on or about the 15
th
 of June, which is why we are having out June General Meeting on 

this water.  Small stoneflies in about a 12 or 14 come off in the evening and are a mahogany  color.  Also 

the inlet at Boca gets a good PMD spinner fall in the evening. 

 

Knot Creek Reservoir:  Opens on the 12 of June this should be a good opener with the water being cool 

and no suspended algae.  Blood Midges and Calibeatis besides dragging a bugger or leech should  catch 

fish.  A little early for damsels this year. 

 

Eagle Lake:  I have read some reports that the lake is very low this year and Pine Creek did flow but not 

enough to bring the lake up.  This means that the tulles at the airport will be in shallow water or not at all.  

Only deep water with tulles that I know of will be those at the base of Cardiac Hill.  My favorite this time 

of year is a big dragon fly pattern or a zonker steamer. 

 

Frenchman:  Late in May the fish were in the normal post spawn funk and it was hard finding them.  This 

month should be better with fish moving up into the upper end of the lake and more assessable to fly 

anglers. Use Blood Midge and Damsel pattern. 

 

Lake Davis:  I took a fish here in mid May and it already had parasites on it.  A lot of people say that it 

does not affect the way the fish fight but I beg to differ.  If I had a vampire sucking my blood all the time I 

would not be out at the Mustang Saloon doing line dances, Iôd be at the bar sitting on my butt sucking a 

scotch!  Well hopefully we can get some fish at the outing on June 19
th
 before they get too many parasites 

on them. 

 

Lake Almanor:  Hex hatch here generally starts the 20
th

 of June but due to the late and cold Spring it 

should delay the hatch until the end of the month.  If Almanor  is like Eagle Lake, (they are only about 40 

miles apart and one mountain pass) water level will be low.  My suggestion is to stay on the nypmhs and 

when the hatch hitôs the surface just go to a floating line with a nymph. 

 

East Walker River: This river has been fishing good all spring because the water has stayed consistent 

for long period of time.  During the summer it is generally high because of water deliveries to the farmers 

in Smith Valley.  It was around 100 cfs all May but I expect the water to come up to 300 or 400 cfs.  Check 

the water before you go. 

 

Duck Valley Indian Reservation:  I have been getting good reports from here for over a month, it must ice 

out faster than Wild Horse Reservoir.  Three lakes to fish, Sheep Creek, Mountain View, and Billy Shaw.  

Iôm going here last weekend of June. 

 

Sleepers:  Wilson Sink, South Fork, East Carson, Pyramid because the water is still cool, and Milton if you 

can get in.

LAKE DAVIS FISH OUTING ï JUNE 19, 2010 
 

 We will meet a Camp Five at 8:00 am for coffee and a short presentation by 

the fish master.  Lunch will be a 2:00 pm in the same spot.  We are moving the 

lunch to a later time so if there is a damsel migration we donôt get out of the 

water to eat at the best time.  Also if you want to go up to Cow Creek or Jenkins 

this give you a little more time to travel. 

 Good damsel imitations are the cut shuck damsel in dark olive, Sashôs Three 

Minute Damsel, and a marabou damsel.  If the migration is not happening then a 

blood midge pattern should be your next choice.  I would use no less than 4X 

and either a 12 or 14 foot leader from a 5 or 6 weight rod.

A Thought or Two on Leaders            Bud Johnson 
 

PART II ï  

 Hand tied leaders arenôt worth the time! ï On the contrary, ñhome-madeò leaders can be tailored to your 

particular style of casting. They can be extended beyond the rare 16 foot commercial leaders now on the 

market. 

 The many knots of the hand-tied leaders cause algae and weeds to hang up on the knots! ï Yes they do, 

but wouldnôt you rather the ñveggiesò on the knots than sliding down the knotless leader to pile up on the 

ñbugò? 

 Many of the ñhome-madeò formulas are complicated! ï Well, not always. Begin with moderately stiff 

material -- .017 for ¾ weight. Then as you add smaller sizes make each new section 2/3 the length of the 

preceding one as in the below sample. Tippets may be adjusted for variable weather conditions, wary trout, 

etc. 

     12ô for Ĳ wts.    9ô for 5/6 wts.    

   36ò of .017 10ò of .009  27ò of .019  8ò of .011 

   24ò of .015 *10ò of .007  18ò of .017  *8ò of .009 

   16ò of .013 10ò of .006  12ò of .015  8ò of .007 

   10ò of .011 28ò of .005  8ò of .013  20ò of .006 
 

 *Note: To add a ñdropperò, clinch knot, a piece of .011 material between .011 and .009, tighten and slide 

the knot down against the .009 knot. 
 

 When constructing ñhome-madeò leaders or replacing tippets, tying materials greater than two 

thousandths in size may slip with blood knots! ï Not necessarily true. But the double or triple surgeonôs knot 

will allow you to satisfactorily tie pieces of monofilament which vary as much as five thousandths using this 

knot.
