Y ELLOWSTONECUTTHROAT

The fourth in our series of native Nevadan game fish is the Yellowstone cutthroat trout
(Oncorhnchus clarki bouviéri It is found in the extreme northeastern corner of Nevada in the Goossq
Creek drainage and regsents the southern most occurrence of the species. Distribution of the spec
extends north to Shoshone Falls located on the Snake River and includes Yellowstone Lake and th
Yellowstone River flowing east of the Continental Divide. Progenyi@#&iggs taken from Yellowstone
Lake spawners were extensively stocked into
but presently, there are no known populations outside the Goose Creek drainage.

PAIUTE CUTTHROAT TROUTT

In an effort to restore a section of water inhabited by the threatened Paiute cutthroat trout, th
Fish and Wildlife Service released a final environmental study proposing the poisoning efnée 11
stretch of Silver King Creek, located mgged wilderness south of Lake Tahoe. This discharge permit
would enable biologists to remove all npative and hybridized trout from the area.

Opponents (Californians for Alternatives for Toxics) contend that The U.S. Fish and Wildlife
Service does ndtave a comprehensive understanding of what results these efforts could have on th
environment.

Bob Williams, Nevada supervisor of the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, said experts have
thoroughly studied the $400,000 project, and the use of roetendd aanomplish what is intended.

Opponents contend that macro invertebrates (i.e. stoneflies and mayflies) could possibly ng
recover. Williams says the science and history of rotenone does not support this.

The Paiute cutthroat trout was listesl an endangered species in 1967, and upgraded to threa
status in 1975.

Little Truckee: To avoid the crowds fish the middle of the day when everyone else is taking a break
small beetles and ant patterns with a small mayfly dropper.

mid-summer when the water temperatures make for tough fishing at lower elevation lakes. At an alt
7,864 tet, Red Lake should be just turning on. The internet has little to say about it except that ther
rainbow trout, brook trout and Lahontan cutt
the US FWS (the stocking of LCT). CK sugggsugting in your floatation device and paddling across tg
the inlet at the west end. He also suggest a #2 to #4 sinking line with a Sheep Creek, prince nymph
muddkr, wiggle tail or re¢hroat Mauka.
