Usually though, they are not fatabnly unsighly.
By themselves they do not cause disease, but by
leaving an opening for other diseases or by weake
the fish, they can lead to mortality. Usually found
the sides of fish, they can also anchor themselves!

common name. Copepods and cladocerans are
zooplankton commonly found in all Stillwater; they:

LAHONTAN CUTTHROAT TROUTT

*California record is 31 % Ibs. Lahontan cutthroat historically attained a size of over sixty pound

*The cutthroat originated along the Pacific Coasoved up the Columbia River system and migrat
to inland prehistoric lakes. They established themselves in ancient Lake Lahontan
(8,665 square miles) covering much of Nevada and large parts of California.

*Lahonton cutthroat have been associated wighSierras since the steage. Fish traps and spear
points along the lower Truckee River and Pyramid Lake date back 4,000 years.

*During the late 1800s and early 1900s, the Lahontan cutthroat of Pyramid Lake comprised ong
wor |l ddos mo dytexploitedrineshwatei fisheries. Over harvesting and pollution from upstreg
logging operations severely damaged the population.

*Derby Dam (on the lower Truckee) was responsible for the final demise of this-easkl cutthroat
fishery. During the inagural celebration of Derby Dam on the Truckee River, water was quickly dive
to new irrigation systems, leaving thousands of thidynd trout trapped in the thick mud. BEyéness
accounts describe cheering numbers of spectators wallowing in tleeasiohclubbing the stranded fish.

*Lake Tahoe also contained a population of Lahontan cutthroat and was an important commerg
fishery. Again, due to over harvesting and
cutthroat populatin was severely damaged. Between 1922 and 1928 massive die offs desutiadtion
of the race was a result

*Nearly all of the popular Lahontan cutthroat fisheries in the Sierra contain cuttfaioabw trout
hybrids. Most surviving genetically pure Laftan cutthroat populations are found in very small and
secluded creeks located in hard to reach areas.
